Materials
e Crayons
Lesson Plan

1. Have children write letter T in the air.
® Demonstrate air writing.
e Say, Let’s write T. Big Line down.
Little line across top.
® Continue with Y and L.
2. Have children trace letters T, ¥, and L. Check grip.
3. Have children write their name.
e Say, Let’s write your name. Put your crayon next to
the smiley face (top left corner). Sign your name.
4. Have children draw a picture on the back of their note.
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
